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Study on the Improvement of Multi-level Rural Old-age Service System in Underdeveloped Areas—A Case Study of Tongcheng City
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Abstract Based on the investigation and analysis of the aging of the rural population in Tongcheng under the background of the strategy of ru-
ral revitalization, the current situation and problems of the rural old-age service system were discussed, problems such as the weakening of the
traditional family old-age support function,the low level of socialized security,the low level of socialized old-age support and the need for pro-
fessionalization of the old-age workers in the underdeveloped rural areas were revealed.At the same time, relevant countermeasures and sugges-
tions were put forward from five aspects: strengthening the service function of family endowment, increasing investment in rural endowment
service funds,vigorously developing self-help and mutual service for home endowment,speeding up the construction of rural endowment service

institutions , and strengthening the construction of rural professional endowment service team.
