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Abstract Since the 19th National Congress of the Communist Party of China, the Party Central Committee has put forward higher require-
ments for the implementation of the rural revitalization strategy, and the urgency and reality of training high-quality local talents in rural areas

have become stronger. Before that, with the increasing popularity of new media, various forms emerge in endlessly, people’s understanding
and use of media are constantly updated, which also brings challenges and opportunities to farmers. Taking the rural revitalization strategy as
the background and the media literacy of rural college students in the new media era as the research object, we investigated and studied the ru-
ral college students cultivated by Sichuan Open University through questionnaires and interviews, and summarized their media literacy status.
Based on the current situation of the survey, we found out the multiple roles of the peasant college students in the construction of media litera-
cy, and put forward that in order to better improve their media literacy, the government, the media, the school and the peasant college

students needed to make joint efforts.
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
