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Survey on the Survival Status of the Second Generation of “Post-95” in Poor Areas—A Case Study of Shijing Town, Renshou Coun-
ty, Sichuan Province

Abstract Understanding the current situation of the second generation of agriculture group plays an important role in economic development
and social stability. Based on the survey data of the “post-95” second generation of agriculture in Renshou County,Sichuan Province, this pa-
per analyzes the factors affecting the survival status of the “post-95” second generation of agriculture in Renshou County, Sichuan Province
through descriptive statistics and binary Logistic regression model. The results showed that:80.2% of the people received high school education
and below,the number of people with higher education did not exceed 20% ,the overall level of education was low; 19.0% of the people with
satisfactory attitude towards the current work ,47.1% with relatively satisfactory attitude and 33.9% with unsatisfactory attitude ; the second gen-
eration of agriculture is mostly concentrated in the industry with relatively easy work and stable income; the second generation of agriculture is
mostly concentrated in the middle and low-grade level; the proportion of self-purchased houses in this group is 10.7% ,the proportion is the
lowest, the proportion of rental housing is the largest, the proportion is 42.1% ; the majority of the second generation of agriculture generally
have a poor understanding of the social security system,lack of awareness and lack of social security; in terms of marital status,the majority of
unmarried groups,and the unmarried rate of male second generation of agriculture is higher than that of female second generation of agriculture.
